3.3.2. Groups

National Competition of Slovenia is noticed in:

Crews with vehicles in group A over 2000 ccm, kit cars and S1600 will be classified only in
general classification. Vehicles with expired FIA homologation will appear in the division in
which they were homologated. WRC vehicles do not compete for Slovenian Championship.

3.3.3. Permitted modifications
The addition of sump or chassis guards is allowed in all cars. Mud flaps in according to Appendix
J Article 252-7-7 are permitted.

4. INSURANCE

4.1.  Description of insurance cover

4.1.1 Insurance towards third parties

The rally insurance policy of organiser guarantees the competitor to cover all property damages
caused during the special stage towards third parties in sum of 3.000.000 SIT. On the other areas
the crews cover damages from their own insurance policy, so the car registered in foreign
countries must hold International Insurance Card, which should be presented at scrutineering.
Organiser does not take any responsibility for the losses and damages in regard to the
competitors.

4.1.2 Insurance of the crewmembers

Each crewmember must take out a life insurance during running of the rally. All drivers drive in
any case at their own risks. Organiser refuses any liability toward the competitors and drivers for
damages. Competitors and drivers are responsible in civil in criminal law of all damages caused
by them or their cars out of the special stages.

4.1.3 Insurance of the crew cars

Cars registered in foreign countries must hold International Insurance Card, which should be
presented at scrutineering. The organisers do not take any responsibility for the losses and
damages in regard to competitors.

5, ADVERTISING

5.1. Advertising

In Slovenia, the advertising of tobacco and products under tobacco mark is strongly forbidden.
The advertising of alcohol drinks must be in according with Slovenian laws. All other advertising
provided that:

- it is authorised with national laws and FIA regulations,

- itis not likely to give offence,

- it is not political or religious in nature,
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- it does not encroach upon the space reserved for plates and competition numbers,
- it does not interfere with the crews wision through the windows
is allowed to be fixed on the cars.

5.2.  Organisers advertising

The crew must reserve the space on the competition car for the organiser’s advertisings in
according to Appendix III. The crew cannot refuse the organisers advertising on the top and the
bottom of the competition numbers. The text of this advertising will be published in bulletin one
month before the event.

5.3.  Refusing of the organisers advertising
No additional fee for optional advertising referring to a make of automobile, tyres, fuel or

lubricant can be imposed on a competitor/entrant if the competitor/entrant refuses such
advertising.

6. IDENTIFICATIONS NUMBERS

6.1. Rally plates and competitions numbers

6.1.1 Organizer will provide each crew with the following which must be affixed to their car in
according to Appendix III and remain there during the whole rally:

- One set of rally plates-stickers with competitor number: one in dimension 43 cm wide
21,5cm high for the front and one transparent for the rear in dimension of 28cm wide
15cm high.

- One set of two white rectangular front door panels, 50cm wide and 52cm high with the
black competitor number in dimension Scm wide 28cm high.

6.1.2 Car identification number plate must not be covered with rally plate.

6.1.3 Names of both crewmembers together with their national flags must be affixed on the car
(on both front wings or on the rear side windows of the car) in according to Appendix III.
Any discordance with this rule will be punished in accordance with Appendix V.

6.1.4 When the crews member names appear on the rear side windows, the letters of the names
must be white, of a maximum height of 10cm in upper and lower case Helvetica bold face.
The national flag of each crewmember must appear adjacent to the name.

6.1.5. In case of glass breakage, the cash penalty for not carrying the crew name will not be
applied.

/. TYRES

7.1.  Tyres

The use of slick tyres is prohibited. The inside of the tyre (the space between the rim and the
internal part of the tyre) must be filled only with air. In other words, the using any device
allowing the tyres to maintain their performance at an internal pressure equal to or less than the
atmospheric pressure is prohibited.
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7.2.  Tyres marking

Tyres marking will be done in according to the article 6.2 of FIA regulations 2004 for European
rally championships. Procedure of tyre marking will be:
- On the start of each leg the four on car mounted tyres and possible spare tyre (maximum
2 allowed) will be marked using special ink, the same colour for all competitors.
- The same procedure with different colour will be done on the exit of each service park
(on the exit of refuelling cone).
- Tyres which have not been used on previous special stages or which, even if they have
already been used, are nevertheless in conformity with regulations, may be marked again.

7.3.  Tyres control

At any time during the event, controls may be carried out to check the conformity of the tyres.
Any tyre, which is not in conformity, will be marked with special stamp and must not be used. If
a scrutineer in the time control before the start of special stage notes, that the tyre mounted on the
vehicle is not in the conformity as regards the minimum depth, the competitor must replace this
tyre with one carried on board his vehicle, on condition that the replacement tyre is in conformity
before taking the start. The post chief will then issue the competitor with new starting time for
special stage concerned. Any breach of tyre regulations will be reported to the Stewards who may
impose a sanction.

8.FUEL

8.1. Fuel

All FIA seeded drivers (1* and 2™ priority) must use FIA prescribed fuel. All others drivers must
use commercial fuel (leaded or unleaded) in according with FIA appendix J (art. 252-9.1).
Maximum lead content permitted in Slovenia is 0,005g/1

8.1.1 Refuelling
Standard FIA rally regulations for the year 2004, Article 12.6 must be respected. Refuling outside

of refuling cones is allowed only on petrol stations if they are marked on the Road book as
additional refuling cones

| 10. RECONNAISSANCE

10.1. Procedure for registration

All crews who will fulfil the rules about entry forms and fee for 1% rally Koper and will receive
confirmation of their acceptation on the event by fax or by Email will be able to assume material
for the reconnaissance on Saturday, May 22" between 8:00 and 12:00 or on Thursday, May 27"
between 8:00 and 12:00. Each competitor will beside Road book also receive two numbers that
must be affix on reconnaissance vehicle. One number must appear on the windscreen (up in the
middle), second one on the left rear side window. Both numbers must stay visible during the
whole period of reconnaissance.

Helmets must be in compliance with FIA standards listed in technical list N°25 of Appendix J.
Drivers clothes as well as flame-resistant balaclavas, socks, shoes, under garments and gloves
(optional for 2™ driver) has to be in compliance with FIA homologation 8856-2000. List of
proper clothes is listed in technical list N°27. Each competition vehicle must have extinguishing
system according to the FIA regulations-Appendix J, Article 253.7. It also must have a manual
extinguisher.

15> RUNNING OFTHE RALLY

Official time throughout the entire rally is current time taken from Telecom Slovenia and
reachable on phone number 195. The time on special stages will be measured in 1/10 of second.

15.1. Time card change during the rally

There will be no change of time cards during the rally. Each crew will receive on start at TC 0,
book with time cards for the whole rally. This book will be taking of from the crew at the end of
Leg 1 in TC 4D. The same book will be return to the crew on the start of Leg 2 in TC 4E.

15.2. Starting system of special stages

Start procedure will be in according to the article 19.5. of FIA standard rally regulations for the
year 2004. In case of using additional starting devices, the starting procedure will be described in

organisers bulletin.

Any early start will be punished in according to article 19.8 of standard FIA rally regulations for
2004.

15.3. Early check-in at the end of a leg
After the end of Leg 1 (after SS 4) on Friday, and on the end of Leg 2 on Saturday (after SS 14)

crews drive in to the parc fermé. Early arrivals in the TC 4D and TC 14C will not be penalised!

15.4. Identification of officials

Special stage chief: waistcoat of RED colour.

Special stage safety officer: waistcoat of GREEN colour.
Doctor/medical officer: waistcoat of WHITE colour.
Competitors Relations officer: waistcoat of ORANGE colour.
Other marshals and timekeepers: ~ waistcoat of YELLOW colour.
Technical Scrutineers: waistcoat of DARK colour.

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15.5. Super special stage

There will be four super special stages on the 1* rally KOE)er (two different will be driven twice
each). Two of them will take part on Friday, May 28" 2004, two in opposite direction on
Saturday, May 29" 2004. There will be chicanery’s form LKW and PKW tyres on all special
stages for speed limitations. Reconnaissance of super special stages without mentioned
chicaneries will be possible in according to article 10 of these supplementary regulations.
Reconnaissance of super special stages with mentioned chicaneries will be possible only walking
before Leg 1 on Friday, May 28"™ 2004, from 14:30 to 15:20.

15.6. Changes of mechanical parts

The general prescriptions of the FIA Rally Championship for year 2004, Article 12.7, 12.8 and
12.9 must be fully respected. Any breach of these rules will result in the competitor being
automatically excluded from the event by the Stewards of the meeting (Appendix V).

15.7. Report of accident

If any driver who take part of rally is involved in an accident where some spectator is hurt, he
must give notice about this on the next point with radio connection, marked in the road book in
accordance with article 3.3.3 appendix 4. of general regulations (safety on international rally’s).
In case of leaving out of consideration of this rule the Stewards can punish the driver, which can
cause the exclusion from the competition. It is also obligation for all drivers to respect all
National laws about the procedures in case of accident.

15.8. Road book “Green or Red Cross/OK”

Each road book contains a green or red cross and on the reverse on “OK” sign. Bout sign must be
at least A4 format. In the event of an accident where no injuries are sustained requiring
immediate medical intervention, the “OK” sign must be clearly shown by a crewmember to the
next 3 following vehicles and to any helicopter attempting to intervene. If the crew leave the
vehicle, the “OK” sign must be displayed so that it is clearly visible, where possible, to the other
competitors. If on the other hand urgent medical attention is required, where possible the green or
red cross should be immediately displayed to the next 2 following cars and to any helicopter
attempting to intervene.

Any crew that is able to, but fails to comply with this rule may be penalised by the stewards in
accordance with the International Sporting Code.

16. SERVICE PARKS

16.1. Location

Service park for the vole rally will remain the same. It will be located on the LKW terminal in
Koper

16.2. Access times for service vehicles

The first service park (A) will be open for entering of service vehicles 30 minutes before the ideal
time for entering of the 1% crew.

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16.3. Other points

Two vehicles per competing car starting the rally may provide service through the rally. These
vehicles must be clearly identified by means “SERVIS” and the start number of the crew plates
issued by the organizer. Only one service vehicle per crew is allowed in Service Park. All service
activities must be in compliance with the General Prescriptions of the FIA Rally Championships
for the year 2004, Article 12.1-12.5.

18. PRIZES

All classified crews are obliged to participle at the 1% Koper Rally prize giving ceremony; the
winners of the rally must also participate in the other official’s ceremonies.

Should prizewinners fail to turn up at prize giving, they shall forfeit their right to any awards.

18.2. Prizes

18.2.1 General classification: I* to 3™ place-cup
18.2.2 Group classification: I* to 3" place-cup

19. FINAL CHEKS

The final checks will take place on Saturday, May 29" at 19:45. The cars who are compulsory to
go to the final check-in, must drive in the accompaniment of organiser car to the AVTO PLUS
Koper, where the final cheks will take place.

20 RESULTS

The classifications during the event and after it will be published on the rally official notice

boards in accordance with sporting regulations of AS 2005 and standard FIA rally regulations for
the year 2004-Article 21.2:

21. PROTESTS

21.1. Protests fees

21.1.1. Sum of the protest fee is set on 50.000,00 SIT.

21.1.2. If the protest requires the dismantling and the reassembly of different parts of a car, the
claimant must pay an additional deposit, defined by the Stewards and Chief technical
scrutineers.

21.1.3. For a protest involving a clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering,
braking system, electrical installation, bodywork,...,) protest fees is set as given in
Appendix IV.

21.1.4. For a protest involving a whole car protest fee will be set from the Stewards.

21.1.5. The expenses incurred by the work and by transport of the car shall be borne by:

e the claimant if the protest is unfounded,
e the competitor against whom the protest is lodged if it is upheld.

21.1.6. If the protest is unfounded and if the expenses incurred by the protest
(scrutineering, transport,...,) are higher than the amount of the deposit, difference shall be
borne by the claimant.
